This Christmas-time favourite can invade coniferous forests, open spaces and 

wetland edges, creating a dense, woody shrub layer that excludes native 

understory species.  Birds distribute holly seeds to new areas by eating the 

berries.  Contact the CIPC for information on non-invasive holly varieties that 

are safe to use in your yard and in Christmas decorations.
